EXCEPTION

Patio that may have been built without a building permit
NOTE: This usually arises when the real estate agent tells the escrow officer that they have not been able to find a permit for the patio and asks what they should do.

Schedule B item for Preliminary Report or Commitment:

Any rights, interests or claims that may exist or arise by reason of the fact that a portion of the improvements known as a “patio room” situated on the Land may have been constructed without a building permit, said fact having been disclosed to the Company. No coverage under Paragraph 15 of Covered Risks of the Homeowner’s Policy of Title Insurance shall be afforded for this matter.
Schedule B item for Homeowner’s Policy:

Any rights, interests or claims that may exist or arise by reason of the fact that a portion of the improvements known as a “patio room” situated on the Land may have been constructed without a building permit, said fact having been disclosed to the Company. No coverage under Paragraph 15 of Covered Risks of this Policy shall be afforded for this matter.
