Abstract of Judgment Recorded Against Settlor of Trust

Does an abstract of judgment against the settlor of a trust attach to trust property conveyed to the settlor as trustee of the trust?

Answer: Yes, if the trust is revocable.

Probate Code 18200: If the settlor retains the power to revoke the trust in whole or in part, the trust property is subject to the claims of creditors of the settlor to the extent of the power of revocation during the lifetime of the settlor.

C.C.P. 697.340: Except as provided in Section 704.950: (a) A judgment lien on real property attaches to all interests in real property in the county where the lien is created (whether present or future, vested or contingent, legal or equitable) that are subject to enforcement of the money judgment against the judgment debtor pursuant to Article 1 (commencing with Section 695.010) of Chapter 1 at the time the lien was created . . .
